
Groundbreaking is held for City’s fi rst dog park

Richardson has a treat for 
man’s best friend as the City broke 
ground last month on its fi rst dog 
park. Construction of a dog park 
has been a top priority for the City 
for several years. In fact, the 2010 
Parks, Recreation and Open Space 
Master Plan identifi ed a dog park 
as one of the top fi ve most-needed 
park facilities in Richardson.

The six-acre site is under and 
along the President George Bush 
Turnpike west of US 75. Con-
struction on the dog park has 
begun with a planned opening in 
the spring.

It will include separate areas for 
large and small dogs, and for puppy 

parents who wish to host a doggy 
birthday party, a rental area will 
be available. Not only that, but if 
your pooch isn’t as perky anymore, 
is now settling into a slower pace 
or recovering from surgery, an area 
for sedentary dogs will also be 
available. The park will also have 
a central plaza with restrooms, 
shade structures and open space 
with different textures that include 
grass, decomposed granite, stone 
and logs.

The space was made possible 
by Oncor and TxDOT who have 
graciously allowed the city to use 
their land for this facility.

City works to improve recycling participation
Richardson’s single-family resi-

dential blue bag recycling program 
was implemented more than 20 
years ago because City leaders 
knew then that recycling would 
benefi t the environment and it 
was good for the community. And 
while several changes to the blue 
bag program have been made over 
the years to make it as easy and 
convenient as possible for resi-
dents to recycle, the City contin-
ues to be dedicated to increasing 
recycling awareness and providing 
new programs for its residents.

The current City Council con-
tinues to regard recycling as a 
priority and in 2013 authorized 
research and marketing efforts to 
fi nd ways to increase the number 
of households that recycle. This 
resulted in some new initiatives 
implemented last year, and fund-
ing in the 2014-2015 budget for 
additional enhancements and im-
provements to the recycling pro-
gram.

The research began a year ago 
when the City conducted four 

focus groups on recycling with 
participants selected from diverse 
neighborhoods. Three community 
meetings open to the public were 
also held to discuss recycling in 
Richardson. And fi nally, a recy-
cling survey that was mailed to 
residents and also available online 
received more than 4,200 replies.

Responses from the focus 
groups, public meetings and sur-
vey were positive and the feedback 
was productive and informative. 
Based on this information, the 
City will continue to use all avail-
able communication channels in-
cluding this publication, water bill 
inserts and electronic media, to 
distribute recycling information, 
and will explore other avenues to 
help increase awareness.

A letter from the mayor will 
again be mailed to residents in 
late spring, redeemable for two 
free rolls of blue recycling bags, 
and vouchers for free bags are now 
being distributed at annual City 
events such as the Trash Bash, 
Wildfl ower! Festival, Cottonwood 

Art Festival, Huffhines Art Trails 
and the Christmas Parade. The 
City will continue to celebrate 
“America Recycles Day” each No-
vember by offering free bags.

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How to recycle in Richardson
Richardson’s “Blue Bag Program” allows a resident to include 

every recyclable item the City accepts into a single blue bag, no 
sorting required. City crews pick up the bags once a week and even 
run makeup days when there are holidays.

The City recycles all plastics #1-7 (with the exception of Sty-
rofoam), and the City also collects aluminum, tin, steel, empty 
aerosol cans, newspapers, mixed paper, plastic grocery bags, paper 
grocery bags, magazines, catalogs, corrugated cardboard, paper-
board/chipboard, phone books, junk mail, glass containers (clear 
and all color glass) and pots and pans. (See page 3.)

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One of the City’s most excit-
ing and anticipated park projects 
broke ground last month, and, 
when it’s complete, dogs living in 
the City will soon have a park to 
call their own! With Duke, my be-
loved Weimaraner, in tow, I joined 
my fellow Council Members and 
their dogs at the groundbreaking 
of the City’s new dog park. With 
nearly a dozen dogs decked out in 
orange work vests and hard hats in 
attendance, including a number of 
dogs from our Animal Shelter that 
are looking for a loving home, the 
park is off to a tail-wagging start!

The six-acre park is located 
under the President George Bush 
Turnpike near Alma Road. The 
land it is being built on actually 
belongs to the Texas Department 
of Transportation (TxDOT) and 
right-of-way owned by Oncor. The 
City negotiated a deal with them 
to build the park on that property, 
which created a signifi cant cost 
savings for the community! 

The park is also great because 
of its location. It is easy to get to 
from anywhere in Richardson, and 
it will be large enough to cater to 
just about any dog lover. There 
will be separate areas for small 
and large dogs, as well as older and 
sedentary dogs that enjoy a slower 
pace than that of the younger, 
more active park visitors. There 
will also be a central area with re-
strooms and shade structures to 
keep people out of the hot Texas 
sun, and different textures such as 
grass, decomposed granite, stone 
and logs. 

This is a tremendous project for 
our community, and I know a lot of 
excitement is building with people 
who can’t wait until it opens. Cre-
ating a dog park was one of the top 
fi ve needs identifi ed in our Parks 
and Recreation Master Plan cre-
ated several years ago, and I am 
proud our community has found 
an innovative way to create this 
project for Richardson.

Be on the lookout for it to open 
this spring and perhaps Duke and 
I will run in to you while you’re 
there!

City continues every other week watering
The City of Richardson has 

implemented modified Stage 3 
winter water restrictions that call 
for every other week watering until 
further notice.

The modifi cation follows guid-
ance from the North Texas Mu-
nicipal Water District (NTMWD), 
which is facing critical shortages in 
its water supply due to below av-
erage rainfall and declining water 
levels of NTMWD reservoirs.

The NTMWD is Richardson’s 
water supplier, and will monitor 
water supplies through the winter 

to determine the level of needed 
restrictions to take place after 
March 31, 2015.

Residents may water anytime 
on allowed watering days. Please 
water only as needed, based on 
moisture content of the soil.

Brush and Bulky Item Collection
Special Pickup (BABIC)

CLIP & SAVE

Richardson residents have the opportunity 
to have items such as tree trimmings, old 
appliances and unwanted furniture collected 
by City crews on a weekly basis. Such 
materials are picked up at the front curb on 
the parkway (the area between the sidewalk 
and the curb). 

The day designated for special collection at 
each home is the same day designated for 
recycling collection (refer to map on the left). 

You must schedule a special collection for 
pickup to take place. You may make a special 
collection request 24 hours a day by:

 •  leaving a voicemail message at 972-
744-4111 (be sure to leave all requested 
information on the voicemail message)

 •  online at www.cor.net/recycling

 •  use the MyRichardson App available for 
download at www.cor.net/MyRichardson

Arrangements for a special pickup must 
be made by midnight the night before the 
designated special collection day. 

The items to be collected must be out at the 
front curb no later than 7 a.m. the morning of 
the collection day. 

If both brush and bulky items are being 
collected, be sure to separate the two piles 
so brush can be composted. Leaves and 
grass clippings may also be collected but 
must be placed in a  compostable bag.

PLEASE NOTE: Crews will not pick up any 
materials set out at the curb unless a request 
for Special Collection is called in or requested 
prior to the collection day and the items to 
be collected are out by 7 a.m. the morning of 
the collection.

Do It Yourself

Mulching and composting 
provide nutrients needed for a 
healthy lawn. You’ll save time 
and money by not having to use 
fertilizers in your yard or buying 
bags to dispose of the trimmings.

Grass clippings can be left on 
your lawn—they’ll break down 
quickly.

Leaves can be shredded (with 
a mulching lawnmower or 
your regular lawnmower) and 
mulched.

If you have a compost pile or bin, 
grass and leaves can be added to 
help your whole garden.

Bag Them Up

Brush and yard trimmings can also 
be turned into mulch and compost 
through Richardson’s Brush and 
Bulky Item Collection (BABIC) pro-
gram.

Schedule a BABIC pickup.* Be sure 
to mention you have yard trim-
mings for compost. Your BABIC 
pickup day is the same as your re-
cycle day.

Put leaves and grass into a 
compostable bag and leave 
them by the street in front of 
your home. (Compostable bags 
may be purchased at local home 
improvement stores.)

Be Sure To…
Use a compostable bag. Regular plastic and biodegradable bags are 
not compostable and will be taken to the landfi ll. The City’s blue re-
cycling bags are not compostable.

Separate brush from bulky items (appliances, furniture, etc.) if you are 
having both picked up.

Goal of recycling programs—increase awareness, numbers
The Richardson City Council 

included an increased focus on re-
cycling as a key theme in the 2014-
2015 budget and dedicated funding 
for programs that will help to in-
crease awareness and increase par-
ticipation in Richardson’s recycling 
programs. The following are some 
of the initiatives that have been im-
plemented that will help to achieve 
these goals.

Blue Bag Voucher Program

Richardson residents receive two free rolls of blue recycling bags (52 bags in total) per 
year by redeeming the mayor’s letter sent to each household in late spring. However, with 
some residents using more than one bag per week, the need for additional bags can arise.

As a service to residents, the City distributes vouchers for free blue bags at many com-
munity events including Wildfl ower!, Cottonwood Art Festival and the Christmas parade. 
Residents may redeem the vouchers for a roll of bags during regular hours of operation 
at City Hall, the Service Center located at 1260 Columbia Dr., Heights and Huffhines 
recreation centers, the Richardson Senior Center and Fire Station #6 located at 3591 Park 
Vista Rd. (only on the fi rst Saturday of each month from 10 a.m.-4 p.m.). There is not an 
expiration date on the vouchers.

Set-out Rate Study
To assist the City’s Public Services Department better understand the recycling habits 

of residents, City staff conducts a quarterly set-out rate study. The surveys are conducted 
in January, April, July and October and include approximately 400 randomly chosen homes.

While surveys, focus groups and community meetings have also been held, the City 
relies on the study to analyze the overall recycling participation rate of Richardson residents, 
and to assist in determining if residents are provided enough blue bags.

School Outreach Program
When the City conducted its recycling survey last year, residents said they would like 

to see the City reach out to schools and help educate students on the benefi ts of recycling. 
Members of the Public Services Department distributed recycling literature and blue bags 
at Mark Twain Elementary School in November as part of America Recycles Day, and 
similar visits to area schools are planned in the future. 

The school visits provides City staff the opportunity to speak to students while they are 
young so they can start promoting recycling and the habits of recycling that will encourage 
parents to recycle as well. It is hoped that recycling becomes second nature for students 
and they will continue recycling as adults. To learn how the City’s recycling team can visit 
your student’s school, call Victoria Sum at 972-744-4410.

Recycle Bins in Parks
Pilot Program

In the future, the City will stage recycling re-
ceptacles in both Huffhines and Heights parks as 
part of a convenient pilot program to increase recy-
cling throughout the City. About 70 of the 30-gal-
lon blue bins will be placed next to existing trash 
cans in the parks, making it easier for residents to 
drop trash and recyclables in the appropriate bins. 
The program is anticipated to begin in the spring.

The graphic at right will be placed on all of the 
recycling bins in Huffhines and Heights parks to 
help park visitors identify the proper bins.

Recycle bags offered at Fire Station #6,
available fi rst Saturday of each month

Residents in the Richardson panhandle 
are now able to make a shorter trip to pick 
up blue recycle bags as they are available 
for purchase at Fire Station #6 the fi rst 
Saturday of each month from 10 a.m.-4 
p.m. Credit or debit cards will be accepted.

The new pick up location comes as 
the City Council has placed an increased 
focus on recycling; making it one of the key 
themes in the City’s 2014-2015 budget. 
Additional funding was included this year 
to raise recycling awareness and to provide 
more programs to help boost the amount of 
material that is diverted from landfi lls.

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City seeks public input on ADA Self Assessment
The City of Richardson is 

looking for public input on a very 
important matter—accessibility.

Title II of the Americans 
with Disabilities Act (ADA) 
prohibits local governments from 
discriminating against people 
on the basis of their disability 
and from excluding people from 
participation in programs, services 
or activities because of their 
disability. In 2014, the City did 
its due diligence and worked with 
its ADA Coordinator to review all 
services and programs and then to 
draft a Self Assessment to include 
all City departments.

The ADA requires public 
agencies that employ more than 

50 people to maintain an up-
to-date Self Assessment, which 
surveys accessibility barriers in 
programs and services and fi nds 
a way to remove them. The City 
has been actively working to 
identify and rectify any identifi ed 
opportunities for improvement 
since the beginning of the 
initiative, but is looking for some 
assistance.

The City recently launched 
a webpage to make providing 
comments or input easier. A 
tab has been added to the City’s 
website at www.cor.net, simply 
click the link, read the proposed 
Self Assessment and leave your 
feedback. All comments will be 

reviewed and could help craft 
revisions to the current plan. The 
webpage will remain active until 
Feb. 13.

Dallas Business Journal’s Best Real 
Estate Deal of the Year four times 
during the last 10 years for the 
Countrywide/Bank of America, 
Texas Instruments RFAB, Blue 
Cross Blue Shield of Texas head-
quarters, and State Farm regional 
headquarters projects.

Charles Eisemann, who was 
Chairman of the Board in 2005, is 
complimentary about how much 
has been accomplished.

“Ten years ago when (City 
Manager) Bill Keffler and I 
brought Bill on board, we had the 
highest expectations, and he has 
exceeded them all by a wide mea-
sure,” Eisemann said. “Economic 
development has and will yield 
major benefi ts to businesses and 
residents for many years to come.”

From an operational perspec-
tive, the Chamber is in a better 
fi nancial position, growing its re-
serves by 400 percent from where 
it began, even during a diffi cult 
economy. In addition, new suc-
cessful programs have begun, in-
cluding the Women in Leadership, 
Richardson Young Professionals 
and Dine Smart/Dine Local.

Sproull has always recognized 
the value of political advocacy, 
and his efforts in this area have 
greatly benefited the Richard-
son community. In 2010, Sproull 
drove the Chamber’s efforts to 
support Richardson’s successful 
bond program and election. The 
Chamber’s public policy efforts, 
led by Sproull, also influenced 
legislation that continues to pave 
the way for the University of Texas 
at Dallas to become the fi rst Tier 
One research university in North 
Texas sometime in the near future.

Appreciating the need to grow 
Richardson’s global economy, 
Sproull led the REDP to establish 
the Mayor’s Offi ce of International 
Business. Established in 2012, the 
offi ce focuses on opportunities to 
create relationships that will at-
tract more direct foreign invest-
ment to Richardson.

“After the tech bust around 
2001, we recognized that Richard-
son needed to diversify its indus-
tries to not be as greatly affected 
by the collapse of one industry,” 
Eisemann said. “Bill has adopted 
this as one of his goals and Rich-
ardson has successfully moved 

into several new industries as well, 
such as fi nancial industries and in-
surance. Bill has executed on this 
priority year in an year out.”

Sproull has been recognized 
many times for his professional 
achievements. He was elected by 
his peers as 2014 Chairman of the 
Board of the International Eco-
nomic Development Council, the 
largest professional association in 
the world for economic developers. 
He also serves on the University 
of Texas at Dallas Development 
Board, the North Texas Commis-
sion, and the Board of the Tech-
nology Councils of North America. 
He was appointed by Texas Gov. 
Rick Perry in 2006 to the Board of 
the Texas Emerging Technology 
Fund, a half-billion dollar invest-
ment fund, which he later chaired. 
Sproull also was inducted into the 
Tech Titans Hall of Fame by the 
leaders of the MTBC in 2010, and 
he is also the recipient of the high-
est award bestowed by UT Dallas 
on a non-alumnus for his support 
of the University.

ects included in the 2010 Bond 
Program.

“Tree Cycle” your Christmas tree

Many Christmas trees are 
thrown away at the end of every 
holiday season. This practice 
wastes potential uses of the trees 
and uses vital landfi ll space. 
Instead, the City of Richardson 
encourages residents to “tree 
cycle” their unfl ocked Christmas 
trees.

Richardson residents may “tree 
cycle” in two ways until Jan. 30:

1. Drop trees off at the 
Municipal Service Center, 1260 

Columbia Dr. The site is open 24 
hours, seven days a week.

2. Call 972-744-4111 and 
request a Brush and Bulky Item 
Collection (BABIC), then set 
the tree out at the front curb for 
collection. Make sure to request 
that the tree be collected for 
composting. 

Tree cycle guidelines
• Trees must be natural (not 

artifi cial) and unfl ocked.
• All ornaments, tinsel, tree 

stands, nails, lights, etc., must 
be removed.

• Calls for Brush and Bulky Item 
Collection (BABIC) must be 
received before the designated 
collection day. (Your BABIC 
day is the same as your 
recycling day).

• Call 972-744-4111 if you 
are unsure which day is your 
BABIC day.
